Pupil 2: You are quite right. The Christmas story comes from the Bible. The traditional coloures this holiday are red and green.
Pupil 1: On Christmas Eve, the President of the United States turns on the lights of the Christmas tree near the White House and sends his greetings to the nation.
Pupil 2: People sing and hear many songs at Christmas. The songs are different: old traditional songs in English, German, Spanish, French and other languages; religious songs and modern American songs. They create the special atmosphere of the holiday.
