Открытый урок 
по английскому языку в 8 классе 

по теме: “St. Valentine’s Day”.
Преподаватель: Ширкунова З. И.
Задачи: познакомить с историей праздника “День Святого Валентина”; активизировать учебные умения и навыки обучающихся; развить коммуникативные навыки по теме; формирование навыков монологической и диалогической речи; воспитать уважение к культуре страны изучаемого языка.
Ход урока:
I. Орг. момент.

II. Основной этап. 
Объявление темы, задач урока.

Учитель: Good afternoon, dear boys and girls, dear our guests! I’m glad to see you very much. Today we have an unusual lesson. We won’t read and translate any texts, we won’t write and do any grammar exercises. We’ll just have a fun and enjoy our party. Today we’ll sing songs and recite poems. Do you know what date it is today?
Ученик 1: Today is the 14th of February.

Учитель: Right. And what holiday do most people celebrate in many countries today?

Ученик 2: We celebrate St. Valentine’s Day today.

Учитель: Yes, today is one of the most beautiful and famous holidays. It’s a day when boys and girls, women and men, husbands and wives say good and lovely words to each other, make a declaration of love and give presents to each other. So, it’s a day for sweethearts, for those people who love and are loved. I hope you know who is one of the early symbols of love.
Ученик 3: One of the early symbols of love is Cupid, the Roman God of Love, who is represented as a young boy with a bow and arrows.
Учитель: St. Valentine’s Day is a religious holiday. But do you know why holiday is called St. Valentine’s Day? As far as I know this holiday has roots in several legends. Can you tell me any of them?

Ученик 3: Many legends say that Valentine was a Christian priest. He lived three hundred years after the death of Jesus Christ in the Roman Empire. On the fourteenth of February Valentine was killed because he was a Christian and he married couples contrary to the laws of the Roman Empire.

Ученик 4: Other legend says that he cured a prisoner’s daughter from blindness and just before his death, on February 14, he sent her a farewell message signed “From your Valentine”.
Учитель: You are right, girls. To understand what the girls were talking about, Angela, can you tell us about the legends of the holiday in Russian?

Ученик 5 рассказывает о легендах на русском языке.
Учитель: As you know this day most people exchange greetings of affection and undying love. Most people send “valentines”, sentimental and heartfelt greeting cards where they write nice small poems. What can “valentines” be?

Ученик 6: Valentines can be heart-shaped or can have hearts on them.

Учитель: And now let’s recite poems which you’ve prepared at home.
